If we have missed some days, 

now is a good time to recommit, and begin anew in Lenten disciplines that 

are sustainable, so there can be room in our hearts for the journey of Holy 

Week and the Easter celebration.   

 

Our life in Christ is brought to center stage on Palm Sunday, April 17 with 

the shout of Hosannas as Jesus enters Jerusalem and then the dramatic read-

ing of the Passion.  The sorrows of Maundy Thursday and Good Friday pre-

cede our glorious celebration of the resurrection of Jesus Christ on Easter 

Sunday, April 24.  We are invited to deepen our faith as we participate in 

these last weeks of Lent, leading to Holy Week and Easter.  May God bless 

you in your faithfulness.

Our Cathedral Lenten Read this year is Parker Palmerôs Let Your Life Speak, a 

wonderful small book about discerning direction and making choices in our 

lives based upon listening carefully and prayerfully to who we are and where 

we are at a given point in life. Written directly and honestly based on personal 

experience, this book is useful for both individual and small group reflection, 

and it is valuable also as a guide for our collective discernment as a commu-

nityðasking what our true gifts are, what brings us joy, and how we can best 

develop and share the gifts that we have been given. I hope that anyone inter-

ested will purchase a copy on line or borrow one of the copies the Cathedral has 

purchased and then join the conversation in the Chapel during coffee hour on 

April 3.  
 

This is the kind of work that your Cathedral vestry has been engaged in over the 

past year, as they have considered the gifts of the Cathedral family and assessed 

the challenges that we face at this moment in our life together. As they have 

continued to work this winter on setting goals for the growth and health of our 

finances, our facilities, and our ministry to young people and families, we have 

already begun to respond to what our life is saying to us. The meetings held in 

March of families with younger and older children were well-attended and help-

ful in assessing where we are now, what our needs really are, and what we 

would like to do moving forward. We will begin to do some new things this 

summer based on the conversations in those gatherings. 
 

Another exciting development in our life together was revealed at the Young 

Adult Supper Club in February, when that group presented the Cathedral with a 

gift of $14,000 to complete the renovation of the upstairs Sunday School rooms 

for our children and to add a restroom on that level. We are thankful for the 

leadership of vestry member Carter Drane in spearheading this quiet campaign 

that demonstrates the dedication of this group to the future of Christ Church.  

As we complete our journey together 

through Lent and into Holy Week toward 

Easter, I hope that each of you will take 

time to listen to your life speak and to re-

flect on how we are being led into new life 

together as the Cathedral family.

The Young Adult Supper Club raised $14,000 to finish out the third floor Sun-

day School rooms.  Spurred on by vestry member Carter Drane, the group was 

inspired by the work completed last summer with the $5000 anonymous dona-

tion given for that purpose.  The surprise gift was presented to Canon Gibson at 

the groupôs February gathering.   

The clergy and lay leadership met with architect Jim Barganier regarding the 

work to be done.  Mr. Barganier helped us complete the Cathedral Master Plan 

in 2009.  The Sunday School rooms will stay in the same configuration.  The 

main work that will be completed will be floor and window repairs, paint, instal-

lation of carpeting and some new lighting and the installation of a new restroom.   

Work on the Sunday School rooms will be completed this summer.    
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Visio ning 2011 : Vestr y  Repor t  
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In its meeting Wednesday, March 24, the Cathedral vestry completed the initial phase of the visioning process 

begun during the summer of 2010. This time of comprehensive planning for the future of Christ Church Ca-

thedral involved identifying areas of present strength (worship, hospitality, historic property) as well as areas 

of challenge for growth (financial health, facilities enhancement, ministries to families and young people). 

During October 2010, vestry members visited with Cathedral families, listening to their needs and hopes for 

the future. This feedback was assembled into a lengthy report that has served as the basis for on-going con-

versation in vestry meetings this fall and winter with the aim of setting specific goals for the next 1-2 and 3-5 

years. At the March meeting, the vestry agreed upon a number of specific 1-2 year goals, the accomplishment 

of which will make possible some 5+ year projects that we should keep in view. In addition, it identified min-

istries to be targeted for on-going development. The vestry will offer their report to the parish at a meeting on 

Sunday, May 22.
