And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving, whereby 
we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies. Grant, we beseech thee, that all who 
partake of this Holy Communion may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus 
Christ, and be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction; and also that we and all thy whole Church may 
be made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord;

CHORAL EVENSONG FEATURING THE CATHEDRAL CHOIR 
SUNDAY, MARCH 15 AT 5:00 P.M. 

Among the many possible forms of Christian worship, the service of Evensong, also known as Evening Prayer, 
is remarkable both for the centuries-old liturgical tradition it represents and for the atmosphere of 
contemplative devotion enabling it to remain deeply meaningful for worshippers today.  The liturgy traces its 
origins to the daily rites of the medieval church and has been said or sung regularly in its current form since 
the sixteenth century.  All the words have been shaped and refined by long use and by renewed attempts to 
express the mysteries of God.  For some people it is music, not words, that carries them into the presence of 
God: and for others it is silence.  Most of us need all three—words, music and silence—to lead us into the 
spirit of worship.
